

Calculating Mean, Median, Range and Mode


To Enter Data into a List:
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1.)
To access this list press STAT and choose EDIT and then press ENTER.

To Find the Mean/Median/Range:

1.)
After entering data into a list, go back to the home screen, 2nd  MODE.

2.)
Select 2nd  STAT and use the blue arrows to move over to MATH.
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 3.)
Arrow down to mean( or press 3 for the mean or median( or press 4 for the median.  The calculator is now waiting for you to tell it which list to calculate.  There are two ways to choose a list.  1.)  Press 2nd STAT and select the appropriate list and press ENTER twice or 2.)  Press 2nd and one of the numbers 1 - 6 for L1 – L6 and press ENTER.  
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4.)
To find the range, use the same steps above and choose max( (list name) minus min( (list name). 
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To Sort a List of Data (find the Mode):
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1.)
From the home screen, press STAT and arrow down to SortA( (ascending) or SortD( (descending) and press ENTER. 
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2.)
The calculator is now waiting for you to tell it which list to sort.  There are two ways to choose a list.  1.)  Press 2nd STAT and select the appropriate list and press ENTER twice or 2.)  Press 2nd and one of the numbers 1 - 6 for L1 – L6 and press ENTER.  
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3.)
To see the sorted data, press STAT and select EDIT and the list will now be sorted.  Use the arrow keys to scroll through the list to find the mode.
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
